Abstract

Green Post is planned as an exchange of best practices and lessons learned in postal delivery with electric and hybrid vehicles services with the full collaboration of the transport industry sector. Green Post aims at improving energy efficiency and reduce air pollution in at least 4 EU Countries. The substitution of traditional gasoline vehicles with electric and hybrid vehicles employed in mail delivery services will contribute to the reduction of CO2 in the interested cities.
